2008 Benefit Exhibit and Sale

Each year the Beaufort Art Association and the
Beaufort Memorial Hospital Foundation team up for
a benefit art show and annual fund-raising sale. Pro-
ceeds from the sale of BAA paintings and photo-
graphs are used to fund the Mazarin Pharmaceuti-
cal Assistance Fund for Patients. There

were $11,960 in art sales for the 2007 Show, with
the Foundation receiving $5,183 for its charity work.
The Mazarin Pharmaceutical Assistance Fund for
Patients purchases medications for discharged
Beaufort Memorial Hospital patients who do not
have the funds to afford the take home prescription
medications for their recovery.
